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We had an excellent conference in Johannesburg, South Africa last month with over 750 staff from more 
than 80 nations at YFC’s International General Assembly (GA). This conference is held every three years in 
different locations across the world. It was Africa’s turn to host it and they made it very special. GA was a 
great opportunity for us to spend time with many of our national leaders in one place. It was a wonderful 
time of fellowship, sharing successes, sharing challenges, learning together, and caring for each other.  

This year, we had over 75 participants from our Asia Pacific Area which included about 35 younger leaders 
from Asia and the Pacific who have begun a 2-year Development & Empowerment Process. This 
conference was part of the equipping and empowerment efforts to train and release younger, indigenous 
leaders in their local nations. One of the fun events was bringing the 350+ young leaders to the front on the 
last night and “handing them the keys to YFC.” Each young leader received a YFC keychain and 
commitment from the more senior leaders to focus more on mentoring them, coaching them, and 
empowering them to lead our YFC movement forward.
